ARIZONA STATE CHAMPIONSHIP CHANGES FOR 2008

There are a couple of changes to the Arizona State Championships next year. The first is
location. ADA is hosting the Region 5 USDF Championships at the Fall Fiesta show in 2008.
The State Championships will be held at the Tucson Dressage Club show in October, 2008.

The second change is the addition of a nominating fee. For scores to count toward qualification
for the State Championships, a $25 nomination fee must be paid for each horse. This fee must
be paid before any rides will count toward gualifying.

Since only one horse/rider combination can compete at a Championship, the fee goes toward the
horse. Multiple riders may qualify on the same horse if the nomination fee has been paid on that
horse. All other qualification requirements remain unchanged from 2007.

85718, or include it with your show entry.

You may send this check (again, payable to Tucson Dressage Club) with your entry to any show
in Arizona-- ADA, TDC or Coconino. Check your 2008 Arizona Dressage Omnibus for complete
State Championship rules. Updates will be posted on the ADA and TDC websites, if required.
